We hope this gives every professional group the opportunity to contribute. Research can be ongoing or completed.  Service developments should be implemented.

Guidance Notes for Abstract Submission

General Information
Abstracts should be typed on the attached form and be of maximum length 250 words. Please note that in the case of multiple authorship, the first named author should be the person who will present the paper or answer questions on the poster.
Research abstracts should include:

· Background A brief outline or rationale (why the study was undertaken). 

· Method An outline of the research method (how the study was done). 

· Results A summary of the main results. 

· Discussion (what consequences follow, e.g implications for practice). 

· Conclusion 

References are not normally required but if given, no more than two should be included. Tables are rarely appropriate in an Abstract. 

Service development abstracts should include:

· Background: Clinical/Care issue, evidence base, collaborative arrangements

· Methods: Setting, Target group, Aims and objectives, Description of intervention, implementation methods and phases, evaluation.

· Results:   Resultant model of care, achievements (including objectives that were not achieved and unexpected gains)

· Discussion: Barriers and solutions, problems encountered

· Conclusion: Recommendations for future

The Adjudication Process 
All Abstracts will be assessed by members of the BSRG Council and authors informed of the results of the adjudication by 14th November 2003, including whether it has been accepted for platform or poster presentation and, where appropriate, reasons for rejection or amendments required.
